Jeffrey Jacobs explained the basic project concept.

Larry Wilson asked how it compared to digital whiteboard competitors.

JJ identified the advancements and improvements the SAVE solution would have including use of vector formats, improved distribution methods, and easier usage of the product for students.

LW was satisfied that it would offer advantages to using current digital whiteboard technology. LW asked why this would be better than the Teletechnet facilities offered by Old Dominion University.
JJ identified the advantages offered by the SAVE solution including it not effecting the classroom environment, it not forcing a change in the teacher’s method of instruction, and better distribution methodology to students.

LW approved of it not affecting the teacher’s method of instruction. He related how when he first began teaching using Teletechnet that he was forced to sit in a chair without walking around as he was previously accustomed to.

JJ asked if this would help teachers in their instruction of students. He replied that allowing students to access notes outside of the class in a dynamic instead of static format would help them. Static slides and static textbook are not as useful for demonstrating the steps of a problem. He said that there can be more learned from watching the problem being done bit by bit than just hearing an explanation.
JJ asked LW if he thought this would help students. LW replied that he’s found the recorded lectures from his web streaming courses were very valuable in catching students up who missed classes, and he can see how that advantage would extend to this product.
JJ asked LW if he thought teachers would use it. LW volunteered to use this technology on a trail basis in his classroom whenever it was developed. He said that he could see it being easily used by him with little training and little interruption
